I. Introduction

B. Did you know that you cannot be a Christian without believing in the Resurrection?  
 

C. Our greatest enemy Satan is a murderer (Joh. 8:44), he lies and deceives us to sin, 
which produces physical and spiritual death (Rom. 6:21, 23; 8:6). Once eternally 
saved a person gets spiritually resurrected. 1Co. 15:26 says, "The last enemy that 
shall be destroyed is death." When Christ comes, we will be physically resurrected.
